SCHOLARSHIP HISTORY

In 1880, Frederick R. Layton built the first art gallery in Milwaukee. (The art collection is now housed in the Milwaukee Art Museum). The Layton School of Art was an outgrowth of his gallery and continued until it was closed in 1974. The Layton Board of Trustees established a foundation to continue Mr. Layton’s philanthropy—an endowment fund for scholarships was a portion of the funds to offer merit based scholarships to students majoring in Fine Art or related majors.

SCHOLARSHIP ELIGIBILITY 

In order to apply for the Layton Art Scholarship, students must meet these criteria:

· Be enrolled as full or part time student, certificate student, or post graduate in an undergraduate program. Part-time, certificate, and post graduate students must be enrolled in at least six (6) credits each semester.

· Have taken at least one college art course through Mount Mary College or through another institution where you received transferrable college credit.
· Minimum 3.0 grade point average (GPA) at Mount Mary College. Applicants must have a CORE GPA at or above 3.0 cumulative and a Major GPA at or above 3.0.
· Minimum of six (6) credits remaining until graduation in the 2012-13 academic year. Summer Session will not count as a part of the 6 credits
· Declared major in Art Education, Art Therapy, Fashion-Apparel Product Development, Fine Art, Graphic Design, or Interior Design n
Applicants who receive the Caroline Scholarship are not eligible.
THE APPLICATION

A complete application for the Layton Art Scholarship consists of
1. The application form

2. The artist’s statement

3. Original work with descriptions

Specific details are outlined below. Failure to follow directions completely will result in disqualification.

JURY PROCESS

Student applications and portfolios will be reviewed through a juried process. Arts & Design Division faculty members will jury the competition and will do so without bias to the student’s major. 

Portfolios will be assessed on originality, creativity, craftsmanship, professional presentation, energy, command of the media, application of design principles, completion of application, Artist’s statement, and adherence to guidelines.

AWARD NOTIFICATION

Notification will be sent to the address provided on the application within six weeks of the jury process. Two (2) addresses must be provided on the Application if the results are to be sent to two (2) places. The scholarship will be applied to the 2012-2013 academic year tuition. If the awarded amount exceeds tuition the student will not receive the entire award. Students must alert the Financial Aid Office if graduation occurs in December or if there are other circumstances regarding applying this scholarship money to a student’s tuition. Scholarships cannot be applied to the summer session.

Artist’s Statement
Deadline: February 15, 2012, 10 a.m.

Think about your submitted work for the Layton Art Scholarship. Are there any themes such as color, materials, media, subject matter that run throughout your work? How has your work grown and developed? What are your choices of work telling the juror about you as an artist?

Example: “As an artist who has elected to express myself in the profession of …., I exhibit several primary features throughout my submissions for the Layton Art Scholarship competition. My understanding and use of line and proportion are seen in the still life drawing of …”

Type the Artist’s Statement on a separate sheet of paper. Do not exceed 300 words. Attach a copy to this application, and place another copy with your displayed work.

Place Application and Artist’s Statement with your presentation.

Portfolio Presentation

Show five (5) to six (6) pieces of your best original work with description. The work must represent a variety of at least three media and three subjects. Subjects must include Art course projects as well as major specific projects if applicable. A sketchbook will count as one piece. High school work will only be accepted if the applicant has completed only two college level art classes. If submitting five pieces, only two can be from high school and three from high school if there are six submissions.

Each piece of a project will be counted as individual; provide the best representative piece for the project. A faculty member can aid in selection of proposed pieces. Work must be neatly presented; this is a reflection of professionalism and pride in your work. This includes quality of work and presentation of each individual piece. Investment in wood frames is discouraged. Neatness and presentation such as appropriateness, craftsmanship, and effort are more important than how much is invested financially. Computer submissions such as CDs and flash drive will not be accepted. Actual work must be submitted. (No computers are allowed in your presentation-print-outs are accepted).

Each applicant will receive a 5’ (60”) wide by 3’ (36”) deep table. No other display resources are provided. All work, application, and statement must fit within this space. Failure to comply will result in removal of the offending work. (A total 6” overlap over table edges can exist if it does not interfere with the space of another applicant). Use of computers is prohibited. Three dimensional floor pieces can be included. There are few electrical outlets; if there are none available at the time of set-up no accommodations will be made. Early arrival will render the best opportunity for securing electricity. Bring a 25’ extension cord if you wish to use electricity.

There will be no public viewing, as it is not possible within the time parameters. 
SET UP AND TAKE DOWN
The student’s complete application: Application, Artist’s Statement, and Artwork are to be set up in the North Dining Room, Bergstrom Hall, by 10:00 a.m. on Wednesday, February 15, 2012. Failure to meet this deadline will result in disqualification. There are no props to aid display. 
Portfolios are to be picked-up between 2:30 and 3:00 p.m. on Thursday, February 16, 2012. Unclaimed work will remain in the North Dining Room, unsecured, until 8:00 a.m. on Friday, February 17, 2012. At that time, any unclaimed work will be discarded. 
Awards for the Koeppen-Gerlach Scholarship and the Sister Remy Revor Scholarship will be selected from applicants in completion for the Layton Art Scholarship.
