Based on the Medical College of Wisconsin employee college
tuition reimbursement policy, benefit-eligible employees can
receive additional funding toward a degree from Mount Mary
College. Funding is awarded in the form of a grant.

For over 90 years, Mount Mary College has been educating
successful leaders in Milwaukee.

Students who enroll part-time in one of the following academic
programs will receive the Mount Mary College Corporate Grant.
Part-time status is eleven undergraduate credits or less per
semester (two consecutive accelerated terms) and three credits or
less per semester at the graduate level.

In addition, employees of the Medical College of Wisconsin who
already hold a bachelor’s degree can receive a five percent
discount off the tuition for the Master of Business Administration
(MBA) program.

From its inception, Mount Mary College has been a women’s
college. Benefit-eligible male employees of the Medical College
of Wisconsin are welcome to enroll in the undergraduate Nursing
BSN Completion and the MBA programs.

Application process:
Mount Mary College requires the employee to obtain from a
human resources representative, a yearly letter indicating current
status as a benefit-eligible employee of the Medical College of
Wisconsin.
